(Cell phone /Seatbelt violations
Drivers cited for using a cell phone while driving* or a seatbelt violation will receive the following:

· First Offense: 7 day suspension
· Second Offense: 30 day suspension
· Third Offense: 90 month suspension
· Military Police will remove the base decal at the time the driver is cited and issue a letter of temporary suspension. Vehicles must then be immediately removed from MCBH. Authorized family members may request a “no male”/ “no female” decal be placed on their vehicle if a driver is suspended or revoked.
* As of October 01, 2007, the MCBH policy on the use of cell phones has changed. Drivers are no longer permitted to use cell phones while operating a vehicle aboard MCBH regardless if a hands-free device is used.
(THIRD PARTY Traffic ComplaintS

This policy enables a qualified individual who witnesses a traffic violation and can positively identify the violator to initiate administrative action against the violator.  The person reporting the incident is required to attend traffic court to testify about the incident they observed.  The online report is located at http://www. mcbh.usmc.mil/
The increase in penalty for seatbelt and cell phone violations coupled with the reemphasis of the third party traffic complaint policy have been implemented to encourage and promote safe driving habits both on and off MCBH
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Traffic campaign
The Military Police Department (MPD), Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH) is engaging in a new strategy to reduce traffic violations aboard the base.  While all regulations should be adhered to, the following are a few examples of violations that the campaign will focus on.
(COMmon Violations
· DUI/DWI
· Speeding 

· Operating vehicle on suspended/ revoked license
· Operating a vehicle without valid driver’s license
· No vehicle insurance

· Cell phone use while driving.
· Seatbelt usage (driver or passengers)

· Expired vehicle registration 
· Expired safety inspection 
· Illegal parking
· Abandoned vehicles
(THE POINT SYSTEM
Each violation has a point value assigned if found guilty. A driver that receives 12 points or more within a 12 month period will have their driving privileges aboard MCBH suspended for a minimum of 1 year or more depending on the violation.
(DUI/DWI
Driving under the influence/or refusal to submit, or failure to complete chemical test (Implied Consent) - 12 points, mandatory court, 1 year suspension.

(SPEEDING
· 1 to 9 miles per hour over the posted speed limit – 3 points.  

· 10 to 14 miles per hour over the posted speed limit - 6 points. 

· 15 to 25 miles per hour over the posted speed limit- 8 points

· 26 to 29 miles per hour over the posted speed limit- 10 points

· 30 miles per hour and higher- minimum 30 day suspension. 

(OPERATING VEHicle ON SUSPENDED/REVOKED LICENSE
24 points, mandatory court, and two year base suspension.

(OPERATING VEHicle WITHOUT VALID LICENSE
· Failure to show proof within 5 working days – 4 points and mandatory court. 

· Show proof within 5 working days – 2 points.

(No vehicle INSURANCE
· Expired/lapsed – 6 points, mandatory court. 
· No valid no-fault insurance
· First Offence: - 12 points, mandatory court, and temporary base suspension letter. 
· Second Offence: 24 points, mandatory base court; 6 month temporary suspension letter

· Not in vehicle – 2 points.

(EXPIRED REGISTRATION/ SAFETY
Failure to show proof within 5 working days – 4 points mandatory court. Show proof within 5 working days -2 points

(illegal pARKING
Parking is only authorized in marked parking stalls.  Parking is NOT authorized on seeded (grass) areas. Three parking tickets in a six-month period will earn a 30 day suspension.

(ABANDONED VEHICLES
Vehicle owners are highly encouraged to sell, donate, or properly dispose of their vehicle. Registered Owners who abandon vehicles will receive a mandatory 6 month suspension on all Marine Corps Bases if found guilty. As a reminder, vehicle owners must deregister their vehicle immediately upon transfer of ownership and/or PCS with the MPD. If selling a vehicle, owners are further cautioned to retain a copy of the bill of sale for a minimum of 2 years.
