The VHIC must identify your eligibility status as
Service-Connected, Medal of Honor, Purple Heart, Former POW,
or a combination thereof.

ProvMecond form of government identification that verifies
your social security humber (Social Security Card, Taxpayer
Identification Number, or Certificate of Naturalization).

The clerk will register your VHIC card in the Defense Biometric
Identification System (DBIDS) and ask you to provide required
biographical information. This process can take 5 - 10 minutes
and when completed, you are successfully registered for Base
access.

Please prg§ent your VHIC to the gate sentry each time you visit the
Base, w ft'will be scanned to verify your Base access eligibility.
