Mumhons Respomse Site (MRS) located in Waikane Valley. Kaneolwe. Oaho. Hawan. As a sesult of
mymitions and axplosives of concern (MEC) remaining onsite from historical military acrivities. a
Remedial hrvestiganon and Feasibality Stdy (RIFS) was conducted in 2010 to charactenzs the
nature and extent of MEC aud associated mumtions constituents {MC).
